Agency Description: A Family Resource Center is a warm and welcoming place in the community where any family member can go, not only in times of need, but as a regular part of day-to-day life. Family Resource Centers offer parent education classes, child development activities, parent-to-parent support groups, Afterschool and academic enrichment, GED and literacy instruction, health information, referrals and many other programs, activities and services.
