KURF PROCEEDURES FOR MINE EVACUATION / EVACUATION DRILL

1. Be familiar with “Mine Emergency Evacuation Procedure”.

2. A siren attached to the mine supervisors’ vehicle will signal an evacuation.

3. All KURF visitors will use the pager phone at the KURF site to call the mine office or crusher station to find out where the problem is and what to do.  Instructions will be given on how to safely evacuate or where to move to safety.

If the pager phone is not yet installed or not operational, use the normal telephone to call the mine office or crusher station.
