Guidelines for KURF Visitors

BEFORE ARRIVAL

1) Visitors must be listed on the KURF visitor schedule before arriving. 

2) Visitors must bring a MSDS for all new chemicals brought into the mine.

3) Visitors must inform the mine office several days in advance if any dangerous/hazardous materials will be brought into the mine (mine staff will check if these materials violate federal, state, or company regulations).

4) Frequent visitors (5 or more visits per year) must have “30CFR part 48” training completed.  

WHILE AT THE MINE OFFICE

1) Visitors will follow the normal check-in procedures at the mine office (sign-in, personal protective equipment, necessary training)

2) Visitors should re-familiarize themselves with the escapeway map, operation of the pager phone and the self-rescuer, and the safety rules each time they come on site.    

WHILE UNDERGROUND

1) Visitors will wear all required personal protective equipment within the mine (exceptions include the lunchroom and lab buildings when hazards do not exist).

2) Visitors will not leave the lab area (14E#2 XC4) unescorted - escort should have 30CFR part 48 training.

3) Visitors will not travel unescorted out of designated areas (designated areas include the lab area, 13 West lunchroom and restroom, and the ramp from the portal to the lab) - escort in this instance is a mine representative unless otherwise approved.

4) Visitors will not exceed the 15mph speed limit.

5) Visitors are required to keep their belt, light, and self-rescuer within 25’ at all times.  

6) Visitors will contact the mine office or crusher station before leaving the KURF site.  If the crusher station has been contacted, the crusher station should be called again once the visitors have reached the surface. There is a phone just inside the mine office (dial 9 to get an outside line, or use the 2 digit extension for internal calls).
